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The Archivist has the primary responsibility for Archives collection development.  
 

• Archive materials are normally acquired in the following ways: 
• Transfer of the formal records of university boards and committees, selected 

administrative records, and papers of academic and service departments as 
appropriate. 

• Donation of materials, whether voluntarily offered to, or actively solicited by the 
University Archives. It is Archives policy to encourage donations of material in 
keeping with the scope of the University collection. 

• Deposit on loan. Donations are preferred to deposits on loan but loans may be 
accepted subject to the conditions of accession listed below. 

• Purchase. Purchases may be made only in exceptional circumstances and if 
funding permits.
